What kind of preparation (for example language preparation) did you undergo, if any?

The visit was organized according the updated Work Plan of the JEP - 1998/2000 - �Activity 2. Retraining of the BG academic staff in EU, included in Outcome VI Title : Four main modules in chemistry, reconstructed by adopting of the EU experience

The visit  goals were previously specified  with the local JEP Coordinator for France Prof. J. Pierre.

I have studied the available information for a curricula and study programs of University Joseph Fourier- Grenoble, presented at Tempus JEP workshop in Bulgaria (2-7.07.1999). I also studied the web-site of the University  J. Fourier in order to receive more preliminary information via Internet. 

I prepared materials (slides and booklets) for a lecture representing the BS education Program in Physical  and Inorganic chemistry carried out at the University of Plovdiv.

What kind of activities did you perform during your stay abroad? 

I performed a two weeks retraining visit in University together with three professors from University of Plovdiv and two professors from Shoumen University. 

The objectives of my visit incorporate following main tasks: 

Acquainting with the organization and level of teaching activities in chemistry in University Joseph Fourier, IUT (Institute Universitaire de Technologie) and INPG (Institute Nationale Polytechnique de Grenoble).

Acquainting with the teaching level and manner in Inorganic, Organic, Analytical and Physical Chemistry at the UJF: lectures, tutorials, lab-works and students assessment. 

Evaluation of the level of similarity between the teaching processes in UJF and Plovdiv University in Chemistry. 

The French educational system differs from the Bulgarian’s one. The bachelor degree is divided into three levels: DEUG (diplome d’etudes universitaires generales- 1+2 years); licence (3-th year) and maitrise (4-th year). 

During a semester, the student follows 3 to 4 units (academic year is divided into 2 semesters). Every student has a great choice concerning the programs and depending on his affinity for a particular matter: mathematics, physics, chemistry, biology etc. The teaching during the first two years always include mathematics and physics. 

The main chemical subjects in the teaching plan (1 to 4 semester) are Physical and Organic Chemistry. The first and second semesters included Physical Chemistry only; the third and fourth semester the students begin Organic Chemistry and continue with Physical Chemistry. During the next two levels - ‘licence’ and ‘maitrise’ (5 to 8 semester), the students study only chemistry: Physical, Inorganic, Organic, Analytical Organometalic and Coordination Chemistry  and  Materials.

Compared with Bulgarian study program, the horrarium of Physical Chemistry in UJF (435 h) is greater than our - 360 h. In Inorganic Chemistry, the number of academic hours is 202 for UJF and 435 for PU.  Some of the topics in Inorganic Chemistry in UJF are studied in the main courses of Physical and Analytical Chemistry.

Another difference between French and Bulgarian educational systems is that in UJF the students examinations include not only theoretical, but also practical part. The teaching organization in UJF is as follows: the lectures are given in a lecture hall for approximately 100 students; the tutorials are generally given for 30 students and the lab-works take place for the same number of students but with 2 teachers.

Prof. Dr. Gerard Pierre from the LEOPR-UJF organized our program in the University.  We are obliged to stress on our great and sincere gratitude for the well done program and the unlimited opportunity to visit the main chemical departments, to meet and discuss different problems with their heads and to have a sight on the students laboratories.  The main conclusion looking student’s laboratory practice was that the most important part of the students education is the availability of modern laboratory equipment and interesting experiments with it. 

We have visited also the University Research Center where the modern instrumentation is concentrated utilized from the students in their Diploma work in BS, MS and Ph.D. in chemistry.  In addition a very interesting visit was this in the Informational center for students- CELAIO.

We have meetings and very useful discussions with Prof.  May,  Prof. St. Aman, Prof. Lepretre  (LEOPR-UJF), Prof. Hammou (LEPMI - INPG), Dr. Vignon (CERMAV), Prof. Vincendon, Dr. Garden and  Prof. Vallee.

3.  What were the results of your activities abroad (e.g. curriculum development and teaching materials) and how will  the stay abroad affect your activities at your home institution?

All results from comparison between French and Bulgarian educational programs in Physical and Inorganic Chemistry are presented on the TEMPUS workshop - Guletchitsa 5-8. 06. 2000. The principle subjects of the syllabus are common for the two Universities. On the other  hand the subjects are differing in the order they are organized in.

I was able to bring with me a number of a teaching written materials from the visited Laboratoires as well as many materials for a students lab practices in Inorganic, Organic, Physical and Analytical chemistry; written tests for exams which will be very useful in our teaching activities in Bulgaria.

The study programs in Physical and Inorganic Chemistry are regularly updated  with new topics and lab-practices as a result of collaboration with European University partners.

Another result of my visit in UJF was the developing of a new concept for the students assessment for Physical Chemistry.

4. What kind of formal recognition did you receive at your home institution for the stay abroad, if any?

The results of my visit were reported on the TEMPUS workshop - Guletchitsa 5-8. 06. 2000 and will be presented and discussed in meeting of the Department of Physical Chemistry, Faculty of Chemistry- Plovdiv University. 



How would you evaluate your stay abroad (quality, suggestions, problems, etc.)?

The performed E-W short retraining visit at the University Joseph Fourier was very successful and useful for the following activities on the Project. 

Special acknowledgments have to be given to the JEP Local Coordinator Prof. G. Pierre for the perfect organization of our stay in Grenoble. I am also thankful to the JEP Coordinator team in Plovdiv University for the organization of this mobility and for successful solving the problems originated because of the BALKAN- Bulgarian Airlines’ strike.
