DESCRIPTION OF ACTIVITY PERFORMED AT THE UNIVERSITY
JOSEPH FOURIER, GRENOBLE, FRANCE

During the period of time from 19.01.2000 to 01.02.2000 a two weeks visit to the Joseph Fourier University (JFU), Grenoble, France was undertaken. The visit was associated with the Tempus JEP 12451-97, E-W Mobility T4. More particularly, the assignment was concerned with the Outcome VI, Activity 2 from the working plan of the project, i.e., Four main modules in chemistry reconstructed by adopting the EU experience, Retraining of the BG academic staff in EU respectively.

1. At the time preceding this visit, I had already possessed a good English proficiency and thus it was possible to communicate effectively with the academic staff in France. Moreover, I collected in advance certain teaching materials such as the curriculum in chemistry and study programs in Organic Chemistry for the students obtaining BSc degree in chemistry at the Bourgas Prof. Assen Zlatarov University, Bulgaria. These materials were discussed during the visit to the JFU. Another part of the preliminary preparation was the acquaintance with the European Credit Transfer System (ECTS).

A number of meetings with the members of the Tempus JEP Coordinator,s team at the Plovdiv University “P. Khilendarski”, Bulgaria were also conducted. During these meetings, the purpose and the main topics, concerning the forthcoming visit were outlined and discussed in detail. With the kind assistance of the JEP Coordinator, preliminary contacts with the host institution were established and the colleagues from the receiving party responsible for the project were informed about the matters of interest for the visitors.  

2. The following activities were performed during the stay abroad:

( Acquaintance and collection of the curriculum for the students in chemistry at the JFU in Grenoble, France. These materials included the curriculum for the first two years of student training (the DEUG system) for the acquisition of Diplome d,Etudes Universitares Generales (general university education) and, also, the curriculum for the third (for the acquisition of the Licence degree) and the fourth year (Maitrise degree), the latter corresponding to a level of higher education, equivalent to the BSc degree.

 ( Acquaintance in detail with the credit system, adopted, developed and applied in the JFU and the inherent mechanisms introduced in order to conform this system to the ECTS. To this purpose, a number of tables, containing the corresponding credits and particular coefficients for each teaching module and teaching unit were kindly provided by our hosts. 

( Acquisition of detailed information, concerning the study programs in Organic Chemistry and, more particularly, teaching materials such as the lecture courses in organic chemistry and stereochemistry; the seminar (Travaux Diriges) and laboratory (Travaux Pratiques) courses in organic chemistry for the Licence and Maitrise degrees in chemistry as well as the laboratory guide for the practical (laboratory) work of students; example tests for the implementation of written examinations in the general (DEUG system) and organic chemistry (seminars and laboratory work, Licence).

( A detailed information, concerning the assignments of the students in chemistry as an independent work and research and, most importantly, the system of the evaluation of their performance was also obtained. To this purpose, lecture halls and a number of laboratories, particularly, in organic and analytical chemistry were visited.

( Additional information was obtained with respect to important topics such as the educational and professional options after finishing the secondary school and the ways this knowledge is brought to the would-be students (“fairs” for the candidate students and the work done by the corresponding admission offices at the JFU); the teaching load required for the university teachers as well as the students workload per year; the average number of students for the laboratory work and lecture courses; the duration of one academic hour (60 min) which is different from Bulgarian universities (45 min); the number of hours required for the course in organic chemistry (lectures, laboratory work, seminars) necessary to acquire the different educational degrees; the diplomas obtained, etc.

3. After the return to the home institution in Bulgaria, the detailed information obtained during the visit abroad was brought to the attention of the colleagues from the Bourgas Prof. Assen Zlatarov University, Bulgaria, particularly, the Department of Organic Chemistry. The possibilities of transforming our curriculum and study programs as well as the overall system of control and evaluation of the students, performance on the basis of the teaching materials obtained were discussed. It was agreed that a number of valuable features of the French system could be gradually adopted or adapted to the specifics of the higher education at our university. More specifically, this is related to the ways students are trained during the seminars and laboratory works, the content of the tests and the exams in organic chemistry, the evaluation of performance, etc. The materials on the ECTS were placed at the disposal of the group of university teachers responsible for the introduction of this system to the University “Prof. Dr. As. Zlatarov”, Bourgas.

The information collected during the visit abroad will be disseminated among the JEP Coordinator and all participants in the project from the universities in Bulgaria. 

4. Detailed report, concerning the visit to the JFU, Grenoble, France was prepared and some recommendations for the application of the experience gained during the period of the retraining were made. This report was discussed and approved by the academic governing body at the university in Bourgas.

5. It is our firm opinion, that the two weeks visit to the Joseph Fourier University, Grenoble, France has been extremely valuable. Our hosts and partners were kind and attentive and readily acquainted us with the details of the system for the university education in chemistry at the JFU and their achievements in this respect. We did not experience any problems with the communication, appointments, meetings and the whole organization of our stay abroad, since everything was agreed well in advance with our partners. We would like to express our sincere gratitude to our hosts from the JFU and, especially, to the Professor Gerard Pierre for his kind attention, responsiveness and the excellent organization of our visits to the different laboratories and offices in the university.
