What kind of preparation (for example language preparation) did you undergo, if any?


The visit was organized according the Work Plan of the JEP - activity III with the objective acquaintance with the experience of the Joseph Fourier University ( JFU) in chemistry education and adoption of modern education patterns .


 To prepare myself for the visit I read the documentation about the French university system of education, delivered by Prof. P. Foster during the JEP Launching Seminar.  


Very beneficial for the objectives of the mobility  was the visit of both French professors Prof.   J-P Damon  and Prof. E. Saint-Aman  who visited Plovdiv University from 17 to 24 October.  They are respectively co-ordinators for the 1 st and 2nd cycle Chemical studies at Grenoble University. By discussions with them overall structure and students turnover for chemistry disciplines at JFU was considered.  


I prepared a summary lecture about our JEP activities and objectives in order to disseminate the JEP work in France.    





What kind of activities did you perform during your stay abroad? 


During the two-week visit in Grenoble,  Assoc. Prof. Tashkova and I were able to get acquainted with the chemistry education system used in France. 


Several meetings and discussions were performed:


First we visited the I.U.T Laboratory GRECA at JFU and had a meeting with Prof. P. Foster - the JEP contractor who helped in the organization of our stay. We discussed the current stage of the project and he provided us with teaching materials used at I.U.T. During the visit in research labs we discussed the mechanism of different diploma works DUT, DESS,  DEUST  and  Doctorate with students.


We shared experience about the TEMPUS program with Prof. Patric Baussand who was working on another TEMPUS JEP with Romania. 


The main  emphasis of our stay was the visit at the Chemistry  Department at JFU. We  attended contact classes for  1st  and 2nd cycle taught at JFU. Teaching materials about the practical laboratory work together with carts for exams and control ware given to us. 


We attended a lecture delivered by Prof. Damon and took part in a  very  fruitful debate about the teaching methodology applied. We visited the Central Library, the Center for Student’s Information  - CELAIO. We were invited from the director of  the Center of International Relations at JFU Prof. A. Nemoz (ex-president of the JFU) and Dr. Susan Verdurand - head of the International Relations . At the meeting we delivered some materials about Bulgarian Universities and about our  JEP and talked over  the possibility for  exchange of academic staff and students between our universities.


Important point of our stay abroad  was the visit to the University of  Savoie (US)  which  is a  partner university of the JEP, but to this point not actively involved  in our consortium. I delivered a lecture about the JEP outcomes and received from Prof. M. Martin - Bouyer (contact person for that university)   materials about the curriculum in chemistry applied at the University of Savoie.


At the end of the stay we had a meeting with Prof. G. Pierre in order to discuss his participation  at the next JEP Workshop in Bulgaria.


As supplementary activity I delivered a lecture about some research results obtained  by our group of Atomic Spectroscopy at the Center of Analytical Chemistry and Applied Spectroscopy, Plovdiv University.  Some ideas for possible international research collaboration  have been considered. 





What were the results of your activities abroad (e.g. curriculum development and teaching materials) and how will  the stay abroad affect your activities at your home institution?


	The results of my visit are beneficial in two directions - firstly,  I presented the JEP work done, the Bulgarian university education in chemistry and the Plovdiv University in general to the French colleagues in the JFU and SU; and  secondly  I brought a number of teaching materials and information for chemistry teaching, which will be very useful for the JEP objectives and to the different departments in the Faculties of Chemistry
