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THE LEAF BEETLES (COLEOPTERA, CHRYSOMELIDAE) OF
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AND ZOOGEOGRAPHY
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Abstract. Distributional data and a zoogeographical review about 241 taxa of .
Chrysomelidae, established in Strandzha Mountain (Southeast Bulgaria), are presented.
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Intreduction

Totally 241 leaf beetle taxa are known in the fauna of the Bulgarian part of
Strandzha Mountain (Orsodacninae - 1, Donaciinae - 4, Criccerinae - 8, Clytrinae - 23,
Cryptocephalinae - 34, Eumolpinae - 2, Chrysomelinae - 27, Galerucinae - 13, Alticinae
- 111, Hispinae - 2, Cassidinae - 18), from the works of Gruev {1967, 1968, 1969, 1973,
1973 a, 1975, 1977, 1978, 1982, 1988, 1990, 1991, 1992, 1995, 2000, 2002), Tomov
(1970, 1970 a, 1970 b, 1971, 1973, 1976, 1979), Tomov, GRrRuev (1973, 1987), Gruev,
KraL (1975), Gruev, Tomov (1986) and Leonaroi, Gruev (1993). Only one of the men-
tioned works (Tomov, Gruev, 1987) is particularly dedicated to Strandzha Mountain. Bear-
ing in mind that all the established data are a result of the efforts of two authors mainly,
one has to recognize that the knowledge of the faunistic composition can not be consid-
ered as definitive. After further investigations will be found undoubtedly a conciderable
number of taxa unestablished till now. That concerns especially wide distributed spe-
cies, but finds of rare Southasiatic and Mediterranean ones are possible too. In all prob-
ability the unique in Europe nature of Strandzha Mountain hides from sight also species
unknown to science.

The species Cryptocephalus strigosus, Pachybrachis fimbriolatus, Luperus
graecus, L. xanthopoda Nymphius lydius and Psylliodes isatidis are herein newly re-
corded to the fauna of the Strandzha Mountain (asterisked in the faunistic list).
