	In the ICCM, the Sustainable development group has been working in:
Quality of the marine environment: the group studies the polluting agents that most severely affect coastal waters: nutrients, hydrocarbons and heavy metals. Also, several variables are analyzed: biodiversity, temperature, conductivity, suspended solids, turbidity, pathogenic organisms and chemical demand of oxygen. This research allows, among other objectives, to find environmental coastal indicators and to quantify the maximum pressure that can be withstood by the environment without being altered.

Implementation of the Framework Water Directive (WFD) 2000760/CE: currently, the Sustainable Development group leads every action carried out in the Canary archipelago related to the WFD in coastal waters, and acts like the main adviser of the responsible institutions in this subject. 
Management of port areas: the group also leads the actions in ports of the Canary archipelago in relation to the Spanish Recommendation on Maritime Works 5.1: Water Quality in port areas, a methodological tool for the implementation of the WFD in port areas. Moreover, it acts like the main adviser of the Santa Cruz de Tenerife Authority Port.
Integral management of the coastal area: the Sustainable Development Group works on the study of integral management plans for the coast, both guaranteeing the conservation and protection of coastal and marine ecosystems and harmonizing with the socioeconomic development of these areas. 
Sustainable development: regulation and management plans protect MPA’s resources and also establish rules to adapt the economic activities to a sustainable development. Is in this field in which the group has been intensely working for the last years, managing diverse projects which included the creation of sustainable enterprises in the environmental sector. 
Education and public awareness: the group has developed several awareness and sensitizing campaigns towards the archipelago population. Through the development of different educational tools (courses, workshops, interpretation centres, games, etc.), the general aim was to aware, both child and adults, about the respect for environmental marine values.
